MATERIALS:

INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Introduce the picture cards to the
 children in English

2. Set all the cards out, picture side up. 

3. First player closes their eyes while 
 another picks one of the pictures  
 and hides it behind their back. 

4. First player opens their eyes and 
 tries to guess which picture is 
 missing. 

5. Repeat until everyone has played at 
 least once.

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Picture cards can be used for active 
games, too, to develop the children’s 
motor skills.

Combining physical activity with 
language learning gives a workout 
to both body and mind!

INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Introduce the picture cards to the
 children in English.

2. Put the cards up all around the 
 room.

3. Say the word on one of the cards. 
 The children are supposed to run 
 where that card is.

4. Increase the pace as the game goes 
 on to test the children’s reaction  
 speed!

MATERIALS:

INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Sing the song yourself first to 
 introduce it to the children.

2. Go through the song line by line. 
 Sing each line and have the children 
 repeat it after you.

3. Next sing the song together. 
 Children love repetition and can 
 sing the song several times.

4. Use the picture cards as a visual aid  
 to help the children understand the  
 words.
